We will contact you within 5 working days of receiving your application form, to discuss your application/make an appointment to come out and do a pre-placement foster care site assessment, to confirm your suitability for proceeding with a foster care placement.
At the re-placement assessment, we will answer any questions you may have about foster caring and get you to sign off on the foster care agreement, (pending suitability for foster care)

We will then seek to identify a suitable foster cat/kitten for your circumstances. The length of time this takes depends on your circumstances, and the animals we currently have in care, or have access to rescuing.

Most pets are vet checked, and vaccinated prior to being placed with a foster carer. Depending on age, the pet may or may not be de-sexed yet.

Manx Rescue Australia covers the reasonable and agreed costs of foster caring, including any necessary vet care, as outlined in the foster care agreement. We are grateful for any contribution you may be able to make towards the foster cat/kittens maintenance.

Thank you for considering fostering one of our rescued cats/kittens. As a foster carer, you can potentially make the difference between life and death for a needy animal. On behalf of the animals, thank you for your support.
